
 We have just completed our Department Convention at the beautiful Camden On the Lake 
Resort hosted by the Lake of the Ozarks Detachment. What a fabulous venue and what a beautifully 
organized convention. Of course, one of the highlights for me, in addition to the fact that my home 
detachment hosted such a fine convention, is that I was elected your new Department Commandant. 
I want to thank all of you who were good enough to express your confidence in me by placing me in 
this lofty position. I also want to thank you who were present and voted for a fine leadership team to 
lead your Marine Corps League Department of Missouri for the next year. I know that we will be 
able to accomplish much this year.

You will recall that just one 
month earlier, Tuscaloosa, Alabama had been devastated by a similar tornado and the Marines there had sprung into 
action collecting and distributing these emergency supplies. Working with Mickey Hughes and Bill Webb of the 
Southwest Missouri Detachment in Springfield, Sr. Vice Commandant Jim Brooks helped to coordinate the delivery of 
these supplies and did the members of this Department proud by meeting with three members of the Mike Spann De-
tachment who delivered the supplies and showing them some Missouri hospitality by treating them to dinner at Bass 
Pro before they returned to Alabama the following day. I know that the distribution center was pleased and very en-
thusiastically received these supplies with the comment that they were extremely well organized and well marked, 
which makes the distribution easier. 

 I want to send out a Get Well Soon wish to Lynden Lawson, Commandant of the Joplin Detachment, who 
was working so hard on the recovery efforts before being sidelined with emergency surgery. 

Once we are completely over this initial disaster, your leadership team will be focusing on the business of running the 
Department and focusing our efforts on recruiting, retention and professional development. It is my intention to visit 
every detachment at some point during the coming year and I welcome any opportunity to attend your meeting, install 
officers or attend one of your events. Please feel free to contact me with this information and, it at all possible, I will 
be there. 

 I hope to see each one of you at the Marine Week St. Louis celebration later this month and with your assis-
tance, I know that it will be a big success and a tremendous boost to the Leagueõs public image.

Two years ago the Dept. of Mo. established 6 main objectives that we were committed to accomplish-
ing. As a reminder those goals were: 

1. Enhance Communication with Dept. and Detõs. 
2. Increase participation with all Detõs at Dept. meetings and Conventions 
3. Gain a better geographic balance/representation in our Dept. staff 
4. Strengthen the role/expectations of our Regional Vice Commandants 
5. Increase membership and retention 
6. Add at least two Detõs in the Western part of the State where we are underrepresented. 
 
We established these goals because it is my belief that to succeed at anything, you must have a mission, goals and a plan to ac-
complish that objective. In addition, at the end of an operation you must conduct a debrief to establish what worked and what 
needs improvement. 

  

¶ Enhanced Communication: 
 
Communication is vital to our organization; thanks to our two Adjutants who have held this office over the last two years, we 
can communicate. Our Det, Dept and Divisions contact list has been constantly updated and maintained. Our Dept newsletter 
is now an excellent tool for all of our Marines to make use of. This is due to the two outstanding editors we have been fortu-
nate to have Ken Dieckman and Eddie Flores. Well Done Marines! Going forward it is my hope that ALL Detõs contribute to 
this newsletter as in the past, a few Detõs have chosen not to contribute to this project and that is really not fair to the Marines 
in your Det- they deserve the recognition of their accomplishments. 

 

¶ Participation at Dept Level of All Detõs 
  
Although Det. representation at Dept. functions has increased somewhat, we still average 4 Detõs that fail to make the Dept. Meet-
ings. Again as Leaders of these Detõs. you are not being fair to the Marines who elected you to represent them. All Detõs need to be 
represented at the Dept. level. 

 

¶ Geographic Representation at Dept. Level: 

  

As a Dept., we still do not geographically represent the State. We tend to be overrepresented in the Eastern and Central Regions 
and underrepresented in the West. Because of the diversity of our population and the different issues, we face, it would be better 
for our Dept. to represent this diversity 

  

¶ Strengthen the role/expectations of the Regional vice Commandants: 

 This is an area where I have not done a very good job. The RVCõs that are in place have done an outstanding job of working with 
and coordinating  the efforts of our Detõs- but I have not done a very good job of filling vacant  positions- it is my hope that my suc-
cessor will do a better job. 
 

¶ Increase Membership: 

 Even though we continue to show increased membership each month, our overall strength has actually gone down over the past 
two years, we had 1680 members in June of 2009 and 1677 in April of 2011. Delinquent Membership has increased from 180 to 
218 in that period. Bottom line is that even though we continue to add membership we are just barely keeping up with our attri-
tion. We have many new tools to work with now that we did not have two years ago such as the Membership Graphs set up by Jr. 
Vice Toodle,the welcome aboard package that was rolled out this year, the professional Recruiting posters rolled out by So. St. 
Louis Det., the Professional Development program that was just instituted by Division and further refined by Brenda Fletchall so as 
to be user friendly and the Billboard developed and executed by the S.W.Mo. Det. Despite all of these efforts (and the Chartering 
of 2 new Detõs) we are still not growing our membership.  

MESSAGE FROM JR PAST COMMANDANT ñDAN  FERRELL 
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. This must be a continued focus for all of us in the coming years or we will find ourselves in the same shape that other VSOõs 
are in today. 

¶ New Detachmentõs: 

  

We reached our goal of opening two new Detõs in the Western part of the state where we were underrepresented. But we still 
have many areas of our State that are in need of development, it will be up to all of us to identify and pursue those opportuni-
ties. 
  

That is a look back at where we were and where we are currently, now we need to look to the future and the major events we 
have upcoming and we must prepare for: 
 

Marine Week in St Louis. We will have a separate presentation on this event during this meeting, but for now I am asking that 
ALL detachments take a roll in this historic event. If for whatever reason your Det. cannot provide workers for this operation 
please, please participate in the Send a Marine to the Ballgame. So far, we only have 5 Detõs that are buying or selling these tick-
ets- we need everyoneõs help and this is something we can all do. 

 
We must all continue to work on getting our Detõs ready for the eventual rollout of the new National Database-it will be a 
great tool but we must have personnel in a position to train for it. 

 
Professional Development Program has been introduced in programs in two regions, this will be a òmust doó going for-
ward to prepare our future Leaders for Dept. and Division positions. At the Det. level, do you want officers leading your Ma-
rines who do not know their jobs? 

 
National Convention 2013; The Samuel F Gearheart Det. has made a formal bid to host the 2013 National Convention in St 
Louis. Letõs all be ready to provide whatever support they can use to make this bid a successful one and the convention a suc-
cess. 
 

It has been my honor and my pleasure to have served you these past two years as your Commandant, it has been a very reward-
ing and interesting time for me. I have been blessed by having excellent officers to serve with-it is truly an outstanding group of 
Marines and I am very proud of all of them and all of the Marines I have had the pleasure of meeting with and learning from.

Tripoli Marines Detachment #1356   - Joplin, MO 
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Dear Marines in Missouri, across the nation and around the world, Joplin, Mo. was hit with a significant Tornado. Not 
only was this one of the worst tornadoes in fifty years, but it also was costly in lives in the areas and the devastation 
is tremendous. 
 
I have talked to many of the Tripoli Marines and each is helping with the relief effort in some capacity and has either 
suffered damage or has family and friends who have. It is a very sad time for us, but it also shows how fragile hu-
man life can be and how we must appreciate all the family, friends and things we possess. 
 
I have received several calls from fellow Marines from detachments around the country wanting to help. There are 
several disaster organizations working with the people of Joplin at present and the Red Cross, Salvation Army and 
United Way are accepting donations. We may not know for a while the true extent of the needs caused by this dis-
aster. One of our Marines had significant damage to his house, others had some and another had his business deci-
mated. Others have family who are homeless. I have been unable to contact many of the Marines because cell 
phone towers were down and I am hoping they answer emails. Three of the five recruiters had to be relocated and 
one Staff Sergeant had his home destroyed. We are a relatively new detachment, but we will survive this and be an 
even stronger detachment and community. 
 
This month was to be the first picnic as a detachment and I had several Marines say how important a step this was 
for us. We will postpone the picnic until August and move forward. I am very proud of how the Marines here are part 
of the relief effort and how our fellow detachments have offered support.
